Welcome to the Centralia Community Library Board of Trustees!  This document will give you the basics of our board and what is expected of each member.

The mission of the Centralia Community Library is to provide diverse cultural opportunities for reading, learning, and entertainment to all citizens within its service area.

The Centralia Community Library is a city library, which is governed by a board consisting of seven members, who are approved by the Centralia City Council.  The City Mayor is also considered a member of the board.  At least 5 members appointed to the library board shall be residents of the City of Centralia, Kansas, with the other members appointed to the library board being residents either of Home Township, the south part of Center Township south of 120th Road, the southwestern corner of Mitchell Township board on the north by 120th Road and on the east by J Road, or the western part of Illinois Township border on the east by J Road.  

The library board meets in February, April, June, August, October, and December on the 3rd Monday, unless it needs to be re-scheduled.  You will be receiving an email or text about two weeks before the meeting as a reminder.
