Monitor the Kansas Dept. of Health website for up-to-date information.

Monitor information sent home from McLouth USD #342 and check their website.

Post information from the Kansas Dept. of Health and the Centers for Disease Control on prevention of the Flu to keep patrons informed.

Post hand washing information in restrooms.

Wipe down computer mouse, keyboards, table tops and chairs after closing everyday with disinfectant wipes.  Spay disinfectant in restrooms after closing everyday.

Post notice to patrons:  
It is recommended, if you are sick, please do not come into the library and possibly infect other people.  If your child is too sick to go to school, we will not allow them in the library.  If you or your child is sick with flu-like illness, it is recommended that you stay home for at least 24 hours after your fever is gone. You should keep away from others as much as possible. This is to keep from making others sick.
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
